Food concerns?



Our Farm: we are located in Murrumbateman, which is about a 30
minute drive from Canberra, the capital of Australia. 

Our Alpacas: we are a working alpaca farm, running a herd of over
60 alpacas and 5 lovely llamas. Our farm is surrounded by wineries
with views of the Brindabella Ranges and during winter the ranges
are snow capped. In summer you will often see wedge-tail eagles
flying over our paddocks.

Our Address: 35 Patemans Lane, Murrumbateman, NSW.

Directions to our Farm: from Canberra, follow the Barton Highway.
Turn right into Euroka Ave and travel to the end of the avenue. At
the t-intersection turn right into Patemans Lane. We are located at
the very end of Patemans Lane. Follow the gravel driveway and
park at the Farm Shop carpark. It is the large charcoal building on
your right. Note: Do not take Gooda Creek Rd turn off as this road
does not connect with the farm. Please park in the carpark and not
on the grass as our alpacas and llamas graze on the grass.

The History of our Name: our farm takes its name from the native
black wattle trees that flourish across the property. In spring, these
trees burst into bloom, covering the landscape in a vibrant wash of
golden-yellow flowers - a truly spectacular sight.

Visiting Times: we are open to the public Friday to Sunday from
10am - 4pm. Large group visits can be arranged by appointment.

Car and Bus Parking: large gravel carpark with bus access and
parking available. 

Wheelchair Accessible Carpark: at front of our Farm Shop leading
to concrete footpaths.

Seating: Indoor and outdoor (undercover large patio) seating
options are available. Picnic tables and large grass areas in front of
the Farm Shop for more casual dining.

Additional Information



Cafe: On-site cafe, with a range of inside seating options, serving barista coffe, tea, hot
chocolate, milkshakes, a selection of craft beers and wine, toasted sandwiches, grazing
platters and a wide range of homemade cakes and slices.

Accessibility: For those with mobility concerns we have the following: zero entry door and
footpaths, accessible toilets and wheelchair access patios. We also welcome Carers Cards and
Certified Assistance Dogs.

Dietary Needs: we are happy to accommodate most dietary requirements (please note we
are not a gluten-free or nut-free kitchen) - ensure all dietary needs are discussed at time of
booking.

BYO or Takeaway Alcohol: BYO or takeaway alcohol is not permitted due to licensing
restrictions (liquor licence: LIQ00660037516). By law we cannot serve alcohol to anyone
under 18 or who appears intoxicated (we reserve the right to refuse service if necessary).

Self Catering: we do not permit guests to bring their own food - all food consumed on our
farm needs to be purchased from us with the exception of birthday/celebration cakes.  

Confirmation of Group Numbers: final guest list and all dietary requirements are required 7
days prior to event.

Payment: a 20% non-refundable deposit is required at time of booking with the remainder
due 7 days prior to visit.

Dogs: Certified assistance dogs are welcomed. All other pets are not permitted on our farm
due to safety and biosecurity reasons.
